*Girl Scouts of the U.S.A. is one of the 140 member countries of the World Association of Girl Guides and Girl Scouts (W.A.G.G.G.S.). Because of Juliette Low’s vision and great efforts to help bring a worldwide movement, we were one of the Association’s founding members in 1928. The 140 countries are grouped into regions where closer relationships, conferences, and trainings can be developed. Girl Scouts of the U.S.A. is a part of the Western Hemisphere Region. 

Thinking Day is observed on February 22 each year, the joint birthdays of the Founder and World Chief Guide. On Thinking Day, Girl Guides/Girl Scouts around the world think of each other with love and friendship. Members of WAGGGS give as much as they can to Thinking Day contributions to further the work of the Movement. 

*Thinking Day contributions are one of the World Association’s major sources of income. 

* Thinking Day contributions help promote Girl Guiding/Girl Scouting around the world by: 

- Providing leadership training 

- Encouraging international exchange 

- Supporting community projects 

- Helping National Organizations working towards Full and Associate membership of WAGGGS 

* The concept of Thinking Day originated in 1926, at the International Conference, held in the United States of America. 

* In 1932 at the 7th World Conference, it was suggested that Girl Guides/Girl Scouts act, as well as think, by donating money to the Thinking Day Fund (now termed Thinking Day Contributions). 

* Thinking Day contributions are used to promote Girl Guiding/Girl Scouting wherever the need is the greatest. 

* The Thinking Day symbol was introduced in 1975. The World Trefoil in the center represents the World Association, while arrows pointing towards it represent action and direction. The circular design represents the World of the Girl Guide/Girl Scout Movement.

At OUR thinking day: The girls will walk away with a craft, a song they have learned, or a dance and the ability to teach others. (Learn, Do, Share) This is a GIRL SCOUT EVENT. 
PLEASE DISCUSS WITH YOUR TROOP: What Thinking day is? What WAGGGS, WORLD ASSOCIATION PIN and  JLWFF means. DECIDE WITH YOUR GIRLS WHICH COUNTRY YOU’D LIKE TO DO. (Handouts on WAGGGS, World Association Pin, and JLWFF are included). There are try-its, badges, interest projects that coincide with Thinking Day that you can complete to help prepare for Thinking Day. 
*Please select a country as a troop, and a back up country and email them to su9thinkingday@aol.com. We will notify you if that country is your troops. We need 5 troops to volunteer to do one the following countries; Costa Rica, Fiji, Ireland, Jordan, and Kenya, which were chosen by GSUSA.
*We need 12 troops to volunteer to aid in the opening ceremony, if you’re interested please email us, and we will give you the details.

*After you receive your country selection, start researching your country.
Example research what a typical day is for a girl living your country, learn about music, customs, holidays, food, games, etc.

*For Thinking Day you need to have:

· Your station must DO, LEARN, TEACH, and MAKE: The girls must come away from your station with a song, dance, craft or skill.  
·  You will have the girls at your station for 4 minutes. Your area will be a taped off area of the floor. Tables will be provided only to those doing a craft and those who request one. If you need an electric outlet, please inform us. 

· Upon completion of your station each girl is to receive a stamp in their passport (passport provided by us) and a swap related to your country.

· A display and décor that represents the country the girls are entering
· (*a few examples, decorating your area like a room that reflects that country, like a Japanese Pagoda or making a pyramid, a castle, ship, or a person cut out in traditional garb, with the head cut out for photos, learning to yodel, making a paper flower/fan, dance the hula or Irish jig, or make masks).
· You need to provide a dish (as a troop) in bite size pieces to share with everyone at the break. Only need to prepare a note card stating what your dish is, from what country and the ingredients & provide a serving utensil.

· NO WORD SEARCHES, CROSSWORD PUZZLES, OR COLORING PAGES PLEASE.

This is a GIRL SCOUT EVENT; Two leaders and one adult per troop will be assisting the troop.  We are going to adhere to Safety Wise’s Girl –Adult Ratio. Please no siblings also
