WHAT IS THINKING DAY?
Thinking Day is February 22nd, the birthday of both Lord Robert Baden-Powell, the founder of Boy Scouts, and his wife Lady Olave Baden-Powell, co-founder of Girl Guides with her husband & sister-in-law, Miss Agnes Baden-Powell.  

Thinking Day presents an opportunity for Girl Scouts to reflect on world peace and international friendship.  Adults working with girls can help them understand that they belong to a worldwide organization of over eight million women and girls called the World Association of Girl Guides and Girl Scouts (WAGGGS).  On February 22nd, all over the world Girl Scouts and Girl Guides will be of one mind in their thoughts of peace and unity.  

Thinking Day is often called World Association Day, and the ceremonies frequently include giving invested Girl Scouts the WAGGGS pin. 

HOW CAN MY TROOP PREPARE FOR THINKING DAY?
The following is a suggested checklist for troops:

__ Have Scouts research a country they are interested in via internet, library, etc. and   present it to the troop.

__ Have Scouts select a country and inform Thinking Day coordinator.

__ Have Scouts decide on how they would like to decorate their booth / table.  Troops may hand out food samples.  Please let coordinator know if you will need access to power.  

__ Troops may hand out swaps.  We have 339 girls registered in the Service Unit.

__ Have Scouts make their passports.  Coordinator will email a copy of the passport in January or February.

__ Have Scouts create a stamp or sticker representing country to be applied to passports of visiting troops.

__ If your troop would like to present a skit or dance, please limit presentation to approximately 3 minutes.  Give yourselves an opportunity to practice.  And most important let the "Thinking Day" coordinator know.  

__ Remind Scouts to bring pennies equal to her weight or age.

__ Develop a Kaper chart on who will set up / who will present / who will clean.

__ MOST important make it Fun, Fun, Fun!!!!!
